He puts the accepted system on trial in a valiant search for the true meaning of the Marine code of honor. 

Character Descriptions:

Pfc. Louden Downey (male 19-30): Defendant. A bit dim-witted marine from the South. Follows orders. Not a real deep thinker. Downey usually follows Dawson’s lead. He believes completely in the military ideals of honor and integrity, and that makes it hard for him to admit that any of his commanding officers have led him astray.
Lance Cpl. Harold Dawson (male 19-35): Defendant. Downey’s squad leader. Regular Marine, follows orders. Would probably have been a lifer if not for discharge. Dawson is slightly faster on his feet than Downey, and tends to make decisions for both of them. Dawson has the utmost respect for military protocol and honor. 
Pfc. William T. Santiago (male 19-30): Underachieving Marine who dies from the “Code Red” discipline applied by fellow Marines. He was never a very good soldier, and didn’t appear to care about his buddies. At one point, he wrote a letter offering to turn another soldier in for a minor breach in protocol in exchange for being transferred off the base.
